Sanlida Retailer forinspection before any further use.

AAWARNING: Never loosen your limb weight adjustment bolts (Tiller Bolts)
toomuch asitcould cause the bow to violently disassemble.
ASWARNING: Do not perform any maintenance, adjustments, or have any
work performed of any kind on any part of your bow while drawing or during
any other part of the shooting cycle. Do not allow others to work on or touch
any partofyour bow during the shooting cycle.

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Installation

Inorder to get started, you need to hold the handle in your hand so that you
candetermine which sideistop and bottom. Once you have that situated,
you should place the limbs on the bow.

VERY IMPORTANT: Do not over-tighten the limb bolts because this may
cause limb damage.

Afterinstallation, double check whether the limb positioning pin settled
into the groove of adjusting block, just like figure(Fig.3). It’ s normal at this

This bow is adjustable in poundage. Adjustments should be made without
the bowstringinstalled.

STEP 1.

Insert the T-shaped wrench into the poundage adjustment screw, loosen
the locking screw clockwise, and rotate the poundage adjustment screw to
achieve the desired poundage adjustment. It is important to note that the
poundage adjustment screw can only be loosened by 4 turns.

STEP 2.

After adjusting the poundage, insert the wrench and tighten the locking

screw counterclockwise.

Alignment Tuning
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STEP 1. Loose the fixed screw on the end of theriser.

STEP 2. Adjust the screws on the side-face of the riser pocket ends, lock the
fixed screws till you adjust the correct position.

STEP 3. Align string with the center line of the riser , make sure the string is
located into the string groove on the limb tips, and string is aligned with the

center line of the upper-limbs, lower-limbs and riser.

Limb Maintenance

Thereisvery few maintenance required with Sanlida limbs. However, a few

simple steps can help keep them looking new and prevent minor problems.
The mostcommon limbissueisloose hardware. Over time, the stainless-
steel button head screw holding the limb detent systemin the limb can
loosen. Use an Allen wrench to periodically re-tighten this screw. Do not
over-tighten. The screw is designed to be removable to allow cleaningin the
event of waterimmersion. However, the components are corrosion resistant
and normalrainfallisnot a problem. Lubricantis not required on any limb

componentwhen the limbs areusedin Sanlidarisers.

Sanlida limbs are water-resistant. Wooden limbs are potentially susceptible
to moisture penetration if the protective finish is damaged (by a deep
scratch, for example). The use of clear nail polish or clear automotive touch-
up paintwill help re-sealthe limbsand prevent moisture problems. After
use in wet conditions, towel dry your limbs and riser to prevent water

damage (do not use a heatsource).
